Defrosting

If the outside temperature becomes low and humidity is high, the heat exchanger in the outdoor unit may frost over, which prevents efficient heating.
If this happens, the automatic defrost function is activated and the heating operation stops for 5 to 15 minutes during defrosting.

e Both indoor and outdoor fans stop and the RUN light blinks slowly (1.5 seconds ON, 0.5 seconds OFF) during defrosting.
